Honourable Speaker ,

During the special sitting held on 22"9 August, 2016, the Kitui County Finance
Bill, 2016 was read a Frst Time and thereafter committed to the Budget and
Appropriations committee for consideration in line with the County Assembly
Standing Order 120.



Honourable Speaker

Article 196 (1) (b) of the Constitution (2010) states that fia County Assembly shall
facilitate public participation and involvement in the legislative and other

business of the Assembly and its c ommi t t.madlitod, Standing Order 120 (3)
states that, fithe Committee to which a Bill is committed shall facilitate public
participation and shall take into account the views and recommendations of

the public when the committee makes its reportto t he county assembl

To fulfil these legal requirements, the Budget and Appropriations Committee facilitated
a public participation exercise on the draft through forums held simultaneously in Kitui,
Mwingi, Mutomo, Zombe and Kyuso towns on 24", 25" and 26" August, 2016 where
it received presentations from various stakeholders. The turnout for the exercise
followed an invitation extended by the office of the Clerk to relevant stakeholders
including members of the public interested in taking part in the crucial event. The
invitations were conveyed through advertisements placed in the national dailies and
local Vernacular FM radio stations as well ast he Assembl yds anf fi ci ¢
required by law. In the print media, the adverts appeared in the Daily Nation of
Saturday 20" August 2016. The participatory meetings were conducted to validate a

similar process on the Bill facilitated earlier by the Executive at the Ward level.
Honourable Speaker

Besides fulfilment of the law, the exercise was held with the aim of assisting this
Committee to come up with recommendations striking a balance between the competing
interests of the County Government for improved revenue mobilization and the need to
cushion tax payers from over-taxation as well as maintaining low inflation and business
competitiveness in the county. The committee had taken into consideration that

haphazard increment of taxes could result in macroeconomic instability.



CONSTITUTIONAL PROVISIONS GRANTING COUNTY GOVERNMENTS THE
POWERS TO COLLECT REVENUE

Honourable Speaker

Article 209(3) of the Constitution of Kenya, 2010 provides that a county may impose-
(a) Property rates;
(b) Entertainment taxes; and
(c) Any other tax that it is authorized to impose by an act of parliament.

Article 209(4) provides that the national and county governments may impose charges
for services they provide. It is important to n ote that section 120(1) of the County
Government Act, 2012 provides that a county government or any agency delivering
services in the county shall adopt and implement tariffs and pricing policy for provision

of public services. Section 120(2) further provides that a county government or agency
delivering services through service delivery agreements, shall comply with the provisions
of this section. Section 120(3) further provides the guidelines for the tariff policy. Thus,

there is need to develop policies and enact specific legislation in order to justify and

legalize the pricing of fees and charges levied for services offered.
Honourable Speake r,

Article 209(5) of the Constitution provides that the taxation and other revenue -raising
powers of a county shall not be exercised in a way that prejudices national economic
policies, economic activities across county boundaries or the national mobility of goods,

services, capital or labour.

These provisions imply that passage of the Finance Bill by this House will give a legal
backing /authority to County government to mobilize revenue, a function which is crucial
in ensuring smooth execution of government operations including good governance and

effective delivery of service.



Honourable Speaker

This House should be alive to the fact that t axation is one of the leading avenues of
revenue collection by governments all over the world and that the total amount of
revenue collected by any government will invariably depend upon the size of the county
revenue base, the levels of tax rates adopted within the county governments,
administrative efficiency, and the compliance rate. In addition, Honourable Speaker
the taxes introduced should be appropriate and sufficient to finance to a greater
percentage the expenditure needs of the county governments over time without over

burdening the tax payers.

Examination of the 2016/2017 Finance Bill

Honourable Speaker,

In reviewing th e draft, the Budget and Appropriations Committee held six (6) sittings
culminating in final sessions to prepare this report. The sittings were held at a
Mombasa Hotel where the committee retreated to finalise its work. During the
sessions, the committee solicited for views and clarifications from the County
Executive Committee Member (CECM) for Finance and Economic Planning whose
docket is responsible for preparation of the Bill. The views and clarifications on salient
issues were provided by the Assistant Director of Revenue who represented the
County Executive Committee Member for Financeand were required to enable the
Committee to make informed judgement on the proposed levies. During the period,
the Committee had ample time to r eview pertinent issues pertaining to implementation
of the 2015 Finance Act enacted by this Assembly last Financial Year. This was done
with a view to enabling the Committee to consider the taxation proposals for 2016
from an informed background. The views from members of the public gathered during

the public participating forums were also taken into account.

Honourable Speaker,

While examining the bill the committee noted the following; -

1. The object and purpose of the Act as provided in Clause?2 seeks to prescribe the rates

of taxes, fees and charges for the assessment year 2016-2017, the rates at which
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taxes and other charges will be payable during the financial year 2016-2017 from
properties which include land and buildings, businesses, markets, agricultural
produce, outdoor advertisement, health services, vehicle parking, heritage sites,

County parks, entertainment and mining and extraction activities.

The committee was of the opinion that application of the Finance Act, 2016 once
enacted by the County Assembly will be applicable beyond the 2016/2017 period

hence it is erroneous to restrict the same to the 2016/2017 timeframe.

2. Part | of the Bill contains preliminary provision s with Clause 1 providing for the short

title and commencement of the Act as follows.

3. Partll ofthe Bill provides for the taxes, fees and charges payable and rates applicable
for various businessactivities outlined in clause 3 and rates as set out in schedules I,
II, and Ill based on County zones defined by their economic potential. Clause 4
entrusts the county assembly with the responsibility of all directions, resolutions and
authorizations relating to financial management issued by defunct local authorities
until expiry or repeal of such directions, resolutions and authorizations. Clause 5
provides that transitional and saving provisions in the repealed Public Finance
Management Act, 2012 shall remain in force for the purposes of the assessment and
collection of any tax and the recovery of any penalty, payable under the Act and

outstanding at the date upon which such repeal becomes effective.

4. Partlll of the Bill provides for Fines and Penalties as outlined in clauses 6, 7, 8, 9 and

10 with specific rates prescribed under Schedule 1V.

5. Part IV of the Bill provides for Miscellaneous Provisions with Clause 11 outlining
measures to improve efficiency on revenue and management through e-revenue
administration. Clause 12 gives powers to the County Executive Committee Member
for Finance and Economic Planning to amend any of the schedules. Clause 13
empowers the County Executive Committee Member for Finance and Economic
Planning to make regulations for the better carrying out of the purposes and provisions
of this Act.



6. Part V provides for the appendices | to V categorizing markets/economic zones in

relation to their physical development and economic potential.

Honourable Speaker,

The Committee will propose amendments to the Bill in the Arrangement of Clauses
and Clauses 1,2, 3,5 6 and 9, Part V as well as Schedules I, Il, Ill and IV. The
proposed amendment to Arrangement of Clausesis editorial, while the amendment to

Clause 1 is to provide for publication in the Gazette. Amendment to Clause 2 is to
extend the timeline for the effect of the enacted law. Amendment to Clause 3 is to
ensure that the Act is proper in terms of form and structure and ensure ease in

referencing. Amendment to Clause 5 is to eliminate an oversight while to Clause 6 is
to indicate the prescribed Fines and Penalties. Amendment to Clause 9 is to correct
typo error and align the Clause to earlier amendment while to Part V is to correct
typing errors, aligning the part to earlier amendment and adjusting the proposed

charges.

In conclusion, Honourable Speaker, the committee is grateful to the Office of the

Speaker for the support granted in executing its mandate. The committee also extends
its gratitude to the office of the C lerk for facilitating and provision of technical support
to the committee and the Assistant Director of revenue, and other stakeholders who

Committee.

Analysis of Pertinenti  ssues in the Bill
Honourable Speaker,

The following are pertinent issues from the BIll:

(a) Compliance to Pre -legislative Scrutiny: - The Bill in its current form and content

fits the definition of a money bill as provided for in Article 114 (3) of the Constitution.

(b) Legal backing for taxation : - The Bill will give legal backing to taxation after being

enacted by the County Assembly.

(c) Liability to Defaulters: - the Bill specifies various fines and penalties to defaulters

as provided in Clauses 7, 8, 9 and 10.
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(d) e-Revenue Administration: - The use of modern technology as proposed in Clause

11 of the Bill will increase efficiency in revenue collection and management.

HIGHLIG HTS OF ISSUES ARISING FROM THE VIEWS OF THE COUNTY
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEMBER FOR FINANCE AND MEMBERS OF PUBLIC

Honourable Speaker,

The Committee noted that there is a remarkable increase in revenue mobilization by
the County Government. A review of the previous y e a pefosmance, as indicated in
the table below, shows that the County was able to collect a total of Kshs
416,188,733.00 up from Kshs 278 Million collected in the financial year 2014/15. This

marks an increase of 49.64%.

Honourable Speaker,

The increase in revenue collection can be attributed to the successfulimplementation of

the Kitui County Finance Act, 2015 which was approved by this Honourable House.lt is

expected that the revenue collection will increase further with the approval of this Bill,

staff trainings and digitization of revenue collection which will eliminate leakages.

However, the Committee noted various challenges which undermine the county

government 6s efforts

below;-

n

optimising revenue

1) Inefficient tax administration system stuck to manual dexterity which encourages

pilferage, tax evasion, non-compliance and default. This explains why a good

percentage of Kitui residents are not tax compliance, especially those drawn from the

informal sector.

2) Inexperienced and unqualified personnel which undermines efficiency. This is

aggravated by lack of training facilities and opportunities and hiring of tax offici als

with no understanding of tax laws they are administering, and the concept of

accounting that are requisite to analyzing returns.

3) Poor enforcement due to the fact that the Revenue Clerks are generally poorly

equipped which hampers tax operations.

4) Unregulated exploitation of sand and charcoal resources which results in the county

exchequer losing substantially in uncollected revenue.

The illegal business is

perpetuated by unscrupulous cartels who use faked licenses. This has seen happening
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in spite of a moratorium imposed by the County government to curb environmental

degradation.
RECOMMENDATIONS
Honourable Speaker,
To address the above challenges, the committee wishes to recommend as follows, THAT,;

1. The County Government should fast-track the modernization of its financial
systems/acquisition of an integrated platform/automated revenue management system with

the objective of;

1 Providing citizens with convenient and secure payment options for different

services provided by the county.

1 Providing the county the ability to monitor revenue collection from several sources

on real time basis.
1 To minimize cash handling by revenue collectors to curb corruption.

1 The county government should strengthen internal controls on local revenue

management to avoid pilferage.

2. The county government should adopt reform measures to revamp and strengthen
revenue administration, enhance voluntary compliance, expand the tax base and

address corruption-induced revenue leakage.

3. In the modern era of technology, effective tax administration requires qualified tax
personnel with requisite skills to maintain these systems and operate them to their
fullest potential. Thus, the County Government should make a conscious effort to
enhance the effectiveness of revenue officers of the county government. This should
be done through continuous training, provision of greater motivation for the personnel

and provision of better working environment for an enhanced productivity;
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4. The level of the deterrent punishment should also be made stri cter and there should
be continuous education for the citizens on the importance of tax payment and the

problems attached to non- performance of their civil obligations;

5. The county government on her part should make good use of the revenue generated
to better the areas in which they operate. When government does her part, the
citizens will not default in the payment of tax which at the end will affect the overall

tax system;

6. The county government should create competitive terms for their staff in order to
attract skilled and competitive employees. More so, County Governments should
organize workshops and seminars as part of in-house training with the aim of

imparting skills in their workforce.

7. The County Government should work closely with the relevant agencies including the
National Environment Management Authority (NEMA) to sanitize the sand and
charcoal business by enforcing the existing laws and guidelines to check plunder of

the ecosystems and ensure the resultant cess is collected.

8. To make publicity on public participation events more effective, the County
Government, in addition to air and print media channels, should consider employing
other channels of communication such as Chiefds, W
barazasas well as mobile vehicles mounted with speakers to pass the message to the

residents.

9. Copies of draft bills and other documents meant for public participation should always
be availed to participants on time to enable people make informed decisions on

matters affecting them.

10.The County authorities should facilitate civic education on key issues affecting

residents to enable them patrticipate effectively in the governance process.

However,some members of the pubkexpressed displeasure with the rate at which
Miraa/Muguuka was negatively affecting the youth. Consettyieihey recommended
increase imates for this item which in tarwill raise the prices making MiraalMuuka
not cheaply affordable. This woutdduce the chewing of aaMuguukaamong the
youth and force them to engage in other reproductive activities.

BACKGROUND

Part IV of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 outlines the County Government
Responsibilities with respect to the management and control of public finance. As guided by
Section 13 of this Act, the County Governments are required under this section to approve a
Finance Bill within ninety day after passing the Appropriation Bill.

In adherence to these provisions of law, the Executive Committee Member for Finance
submitted for apmval by the Assembly, the Kitui County Finance Bill, 2016 which was
introduced in the Assembly through first reading during a special sitting held"bA®st,

2016 (afternoon). Subsequently the Bill was committed to the Committee on Budget and

Appropriations pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 121 (6) (b).

The Standing Order further provides that the Committee to which a Bill is committed has the
responsibility to facilitate public participation to collect public views and recommendations
whenmaking a report to the county Assembly. As a result, the Budget and Appropriations
committee came up with a program to allow the residents of the entire County have their input
to this vital Bill by conducting public participation in five sub countiedusive Kitui East

Sub County. At this center, the exercise was conducted at St. Bakhita Catholic Primary School

at Zombe Town.

The entire public participation program was uploaded onto the Kitui County Assembly website

and also advertised in the local naed

The Budget and Appropriations committee Members spearheaded this exercise in all the eight
centers as other members of the County Assembly from within the respective sub counties also
joined the Committee in ensuring the exercise was aessc Members of staff from the
Assembly and the Executive also attended to give technical support to this noble exercise.

METHODOLOGY

Members of the public gave their views through oral submissions during the exercise which
was skilfully guided by members of the Budget and Appropriations Committee. The public
gave a wide range of views relating to this tax Bill, the germsdbrmance of the County
Government since its inception and a general review on implementation of the Finance Act

currently in force.

VIEWS AND RECOMMENDATIONS BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC ON THE
KITUI COUNTY FINANCE BILL 2016.

1) GENERAL VIEWS AND RECOMMENDATI ONS GIVEN BY MEMBERS OF
THE PUBLIC WERE RECORDED AS BELOW: -

i.  Members of the public were concerned that their views and recommendations are
rarely taken into account which could have contributed to the low turn out this year
and urged the facilitators tmrrect this.

ii.  The County government was urged to conduct thorough civic education to ensure that
the citizens are enlightened on matters that affect them and are able to actively
participate in the governance process.

iii.  Inthe previous financial year, tihelevant officers did not strictly adhere to the Finance
Act 2015. For instance, there were allegations that they had charged Kshs. 1,000 for
registration of self help groups as opposed to Kshs. 500 imposed by the Act. They
therefore requested for striadteerence to the law.

iv.  The Committee on Lands, Infrastructure, and Urban Development was also urged to
get more involved in land matters as they citizens are experiencing various challenges

that need intervention. These include illegal acquisition of plait and road reserves
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for private development, arbitrary acts by the National Construction Authority (NCA),
etc.

v. Noting that most land owners do not own title deeds, the County government was urged
to look into ways in which members can use their landezsirity to access credit
facilities pending the issuance of title deeds. This would contribute to growth of our

economy.
